Isaiah 40:25-31

25 To whom then will you compare me, that I should be like 
him? says the Holy One. 26 Lift up your eyes on high and see: 
who created these? He who brings out their host by 
number, calling them all by name; by the greatness of his 
might and because he is strong in power, not one is missing. 
27 Why do you say, O Jacob, and speak, O Israel, “My way is 
hidden from the Lord, and my right is disregarded by my God”? 
28 Have you not known? Have you not heard? The Lord is the 
everlasting God, the Creator of the ends of the earth. He does 
not faint or grow weary; his understanding is unsearchable. 
29 He gives power to the faint, and to him who has no might he 
increases strength. 30 Even youths shall faint and be weary, and 
young men shall fall exhausted; 31 but they who wait for the 
Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with 
wings like eagles; they shall run and not be weary;  they shall 
walk and not faint.


Luke 2:22-32

22 And when the time came for their purification according to 
the Law of Moses, they brought him up to Jerusalem to 
present him to the Lord 23 (as it is written in the Law of the 
Lord, “Every male who first opens the womb shall be called 
holy to the Lord”) 24 and to offer a sacrifice according to what is 
said in the Law of the Lord, “a pair of turtledoves, or two young 
pigeons.” 25 Now there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name 
was Simeon, and this man was righteous and devout, waiting 
for the consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit was upon him. 
26 And it had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he 
would not see death before he had seen the Lord's Christ. 
27 And he came in the Spirit into the temple, and when the 
parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him according to 
the custom of the Law, 28 he took him up in his arms and 
blessed God and said,


	 29 “Lord, now you are letting your servant depart in 	 	
	 peace, according to your word;

	 30 for my eyes have seen your salvation 

	 31 that you have prepared in the presence of all 	 	 	
	 peoples,

	 32 a light for revelation to the Gentiles, and for glory to 	 	
	 your people Israel.”
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
