Main Point: Jesus calls and sends His followers to join in the
work that He is doing.

Jesus calls and sends His followers so that more people can
hear and learn about Him.

e There is an urgent need to tell others about Jesus -
what was true then, is still true today.

. Every heart with Jesus in it is a missionary - every
heart without is the mission field.

Jesus calls and sends His followers so that they can learn
more about Him and the kingdom of God.

e  We learn and grow and become more like Jesus
when we respond positively to His call and leading
in our lives.

e  The church’s traditional model of discipleship has
been one based on attracting, teaching and
keeping.

e Jesus modeled a discipleship that involved calling,
equipping and sending.



GOD’S WORD FOR TODAY

Romans 10:5-17

5 For Moses writes about the righteousness that is based on the law,
that the person who does the commandments shall live by

them. 6 But the righteousness based on faith says, ‘Do not say in
your heart, ‘'Who will ascend into heaven?” (that is, to bring Christ
down) 7 “or ‘Who will descend into the abyss?” (that is, to bring
Christ up from the dead). 8 But what does it say? “The word is near
you, in your mouth and in your heart” (that is, the word of faith that
we proclaim); @ because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus
is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the
dead, you will be saved. 1© For with the heart one believes and is
justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is saved. " For the
Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will not be put to
shame.” 12 For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for
the same Lord is Lord of all, bestowing his riches on all who call on
him. 13 For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be
saved.” 1 How then will they call on him in whom they have not
believed? And how are they to believe in him of whom they have
never heard? And how are they to hear without someone
preaching? > And how are they to preach unless they are sent? As it
is written, “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the
good news!” 16 But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah
says, “Lord, who has believed what he has heard from us?” 17 So faith
comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.

Luke 10:1-12

After this the Lord appointed seventy-two others and sent them on
ahead of him, two by two, into every town and place where he
himself was about to go. 2 And he said to them, “The harvest is
plentiful, but the laborers are few. Therefore pray earnestly to the
Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest. 3 Go your
way; behold, | am sending you out as lambs in the midst of
wolves. 4 Carry no moneybag, no knapsack, no sandals, and greet
no one on the road. 5 Whatever house you enter, first say, ‘Peace be
to this house! ¢ And if a son of peace is there, your peace will rest
upon him. But if not, it will return to you. 7 And remain in the same
house, eating and drinking what they provide, for the laborer
deserves his wages. Do not go from house to house. 8 Whenever
you enter a town and they receive you, eat what is set before

you. ¢ Heal the sick in it and say to them, The kingdom of God has
come near to you.' 19 But whenever you enter a town and they do
not receive you, go into its streets and say, "' ‘Even the dust of your
town that clings to our feet we wipe off against you. Nevertheless
know this, that the kingdom of God has come near.’ 12 | tell you, it
will be more bearable on that day for Sodom than for that town.
